However most zoos remain “collections” of interesting “items
rather than protective habitats. Zoos teach people that it is acceptable to keep animals in captivity.

However, animals in zoo are bored, limited, lonely, and far from their natural homes.

Zoo claim to educated people, but in fact, visitors don’t learn anything meaningful about the natural behavior, intelli-
gence, or beauty of animals.

However, zoos that breed endangered animals, such as big cats and
Asian elephants, often do not release them to the wild. Zoos talk a lot about their breeding programs. One reason is
to ease people’s worry about endangered species. The other reason is to attract alot of customers who enjoy seeing
baby animals. How many contests have we seen to name baby animals?

Ultimately we will save endangered species only if we save their habits.
