PART 5: FOR THE TEACHER

WHAT IS ATEACHER?

It's true for most of us that our basic image of what a teacher's job is and how a teacher should
behave is drawn largely from what we have seen our own teachers doing, which has not been

sound methodology in some cases.

A very important concept in modern teaching is that people learn more by 'doing things
themselves' than by being told about them. Therefore, explanations seem not to be beneficial
so much to the learners. It's reasonable to argue that much of modern language teaching
involves different forms of 'classroom management' as much or more than it involves the upfront

explanations and testing that many imagine as the core of a teacher's job.

There are basically three kinds of teacher:
1.Explainer: which is actually what the traditional teacher has always been. The process by

which traditional teaching is imagined as working is sometimes characterized as 'jug and mug'.

2.Involver: who tries to involve the learner in the process of learning in class.

3.Enabler: who knows that knowledge of subject matter and methodology are insufficient. An
aware and sensitive teacher who concentrates on finding ways to enable learning rather than
performing as a teacher goes a long way in creating conditions in which a great deal of learning

is likely to occur.

So what's a teacher for: to help learning to happen.

A good teacher tries to build rapport with the students. There are three main factors helping to
create a positive learning atmosphere:

*Respect for the learners

*Empathy with the learners

eAuthenticity (being yourself and not trying to take on an assumed character)

WHAT IS A LEARNER ?

1. Individuals are different in these areas:
1. Motivation levels
2. Multiple intelligences: visual- linguistic-musical-logical/mathematical- bodily/feeling-
interpersonal- intrapersonal
3. Sensory preferences (auditory-visual-kinaesthetic)
*Should all our teaching be individual work, then? Well, it can't be. It's a good idea to take a
compromise position that involves working with the class as a whole while attempting to also

take individuals into account.

2. The level of students
It's very important to accept these facts:
1. Every learner has an individual range of levels (ie one individual may be better at grammar,
but needs more help with speaking, etc).
2. Every class is a mixed level class as far as individual differences are concerned.
3. Learners and their needs
A very helpful aid to teaching more successfully is conducting a needs analysis on students.
This needs analysis can be done:
1. In writing
2. By speaking to the learners
3. By observing them
Atthe endit's up to the teacherto decide how much of the needs analysis data he will incorporate

into histeaching.

4. Getting feedback from learners

Teachingis primarily an act of 'tuningin'. By that, | mean that the more you are able to understand
the group, the more successful thelessonis going to be.

The least successful teachers are those who:

ework at right angles to the class (ie they don't notice the needs of the learners, but work to their

own priorities)



¢ do not pick up (sometimes subtle) signals from learners about what they think and want
¢ do not elicit feedback from the learners about the course, book, working style, ....

Of course feedback is only really useful when the channels are open all the time.

5. Learner training

However hard we try as teachers, the learner should be trained in some aspects as to how he/
she can enhance his/her learning opportunities outside the classroom. Learner training includes:
*Work on study skills (use of dictionary, reference material, notebooks, etc)

eStudent examination of the process of learning and reflection on what is happening, e.g. of the

teaching strategies you use.
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
